Highlights of the year

The annual Winter Conference was held on February 16 & 17, 1986, at the Holiday Inn Mid-Town,

Albuquerque, New Mexico. Approximately 33 altended the conference, which concentrated on
professional development of the mambers and expanding SMSA membership.

The annual Mational Moloreycla Safaty Confarence was conducted August 16 - 18 1996, at the Holiday
Inn International, Bloomington, Minnesota. Approximalely 325 attended the confarence, which provided
many varieus classes and apporiunities for instruclors and program administraters o expand and improve
their personal professional abilities, This was, by common consensus, the best conference SMSA has
ever provided its members and instructors,

During the August conferance in Bloemington, plaques and awards were presented lo Honda, Kawasaki,
Suzuki and Yamaha for participation in the loan matorcycle program; to Hardey-Davidson for providing
helmets Io member stales; Io Joey Syner, NHTSA; all Corporate and Professional members of SMSA; o
Alan Islay, MSF, upon his reliremenl; and the Chairperson’s Award was presented to Dr. Freddie Ford .

On 16 August 1956, SMSA and the Molorcycle Safety Foundation signed an agreement to work in
partnership to achiave common goals, avald duplication of effort and be as cosl-effective as possible, Itis
anlicipated that the partnership will be of great banefit to nal only the two arganizations, but (o all who
work in the matorcycle safaty arena.

In 1986, SMS5A also joined with the MSF (o form a joint curmculum advisory commitiee (CAC), comprsed
of stalf meambears af the MSF and representalives of the SMSA. The committee evaluates curment
molorcycle safety curricula and recommends changes to not only improve what is available, but to also
make materials applicable to current needs and trends,

Members of the SMSA jpined lo provide bwo Program Assessment reviews during 1996, The first
assessment was conducted in June for Delaware, and the second assessment was conducted in
Seplember in Oklahoma. Both states have benefited from the results of the assessments.

The SM3A conlracled with Clary Communications to provide a marketing plan and other assistance o
expand the membership of SMSA and to also increase the awareness of the motorcyele community of the
SMSA and our goals and areas of influence. A major result is that a brochure (s ready for publication and
will soon be available to anyone inlerested in molorcycle salety.

Al the request of the Mational Highway Traffic Safely Adminisiration, the SMSA conducted a survey of
SM3A members and members of the Malional Associalion of Governor's Highway Safety
Representatives, The NHTSA has indicated that the survey, which gathered information conceming
knowledge and use of NHTSA motorcycle safety materials, was of great benefit for future planning and will
be used o guide NHTSA, in the area of molorcycle safety.

The Leading Edga, the official SMSA newsletter, has become popular wilth those who regd it. The
newsletter, published semi-annually, was created o pravide an exchange of information for matorcycle
safety professionals. The very positive receplion given The Leading Edge is indicalive of the greal valua
itz readers placa an its contents. Tha SMSA newsletier has proven lo be a powerful too] and will canbinua
to be used 1o publish areas af concern far all matorcycla safaty prafessionals.

Much effort and long hours were expended o improve the 1986 edition of the "Annual States Survay”.
After a review of previous editions, revisions were made in the informalion solicited 1o provide a mare
viable, expanded and usaful edition - one which batter fit the needs and areas of interast of our members.
